The CJPOTF's task is to influence and to inform 
specific target audiences approved by the North Atlantic Council and explains ISAF's mission and 
activities to a broad public. Furthermore it creates a supportive atmosphere for the conduct of 
military operations under the ISAF mandate. The TV Journalist Dari/Pashtu appears on TV for 
ISAF Productions spoken in Dari and Pashto. Has to work in the studio, in the office as a 
translator and in the field as a reporter/interviewer. 
 
Principle Duties:  

Trade, research and analyse information on assigned topics/issues. 
Gather infromation from diverse sources. 
Produce scripts in both Einglish and Dari/Pashtu. 
Identify and purpose infromal opportunities, activities and approaches. 
Speaks on-air both in the studio and in the field. 
Translates into and from Dari and Pashto as required. 
Assists Chief TV with pre-testing of products.
